[Cosponsor] Keya Kiss Asagaya
ﬁ For Parents and Guardians with Children
Attending International Schools

In Suginami City, there are subsidies for the parents and guardians of children attending
international schools to help relieve the burden of costs for attendance.

[Eligibility] Those who fulfill all of the following requirements

1. The child must be of age qualifying him/her for Japanese compulsory education and be
attending an international school that is recognized under the School Education Act.

2. The child/student is registered on the Basic Resident Registry in Suginami City and
resides in the same household of their guardians.

3. The child/student or their father and/or mother in the same household are non-Japanese.

4. The household of the child/student pays the tuition fees.

[Subsidy Amount] ¥7,000 per month

The subsidy is divided into two installments-first term (for April through September) and

second term (for October through March) and provided upon application.
