R Bus Tickets

To get to the Environment Expo Suginami 2008 site, please cut out and use the bus ticket below (Only
good for the Ogikubo 54 and Ogikubo 58 Kanto Bus routes). (One ticket per person) Valid only on Octo-
ber 18 (Sat.) and 19 (Sun.), 2008. The tickets can be used between Ogikubo-Eki Minami-Guchi (Ogikubo
Station South Exit) and Takaido-Eki (Takaido Station) (event site) and between Takaido-Eki (Takaido
Station) (event site) and Roka Koen-Eki Iriguchi (Roka Koen Station Entrance).
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Those Who Have Completed Foreign Resident Registration
Must Also Enroll in the National Pension Plan

Those between 20 and 59 years of age who live in Japan and have completed
foreign resident registration must enroll in the National Pension Plan. However,
if you are enrolled in the welfare annuity plan at your place of employment or if
you are a spouse of someone who is enrolled in a welfare annuity or mutual aid
association, then you do not need to complete these procedures. For more infor-
mation on enrollment procedures, please ask.

If you enroll and fulfill the requirements to receive benefits, you can receive

basic pension for the elderly, basic pension for the disabled in case of an acci-
dent, or basic pension for the bereaved. In addition, if you return to your home
country after making pension premium payments for six months or longer, you
can receive a lump-sum withdrawal payment.

If you are having difficulty paying pension premiums, please call for advice.
