0 Information on the payment date for the Additional Child Benefit for registered residents 18 years old or

younger as of the Base Eligibility Date (December 1, 2023) will be included in the Notice of Provision.
No further action is required to receive the benefit amount (100,000 yen) for the 5-year-old child and 3-
year-old child. However, for the Additional Child Benefit (50,000 Yen) for the child born on December 2,
2023, you will be required to submit the Application (Payment Request) Form for Suginami City Support
Benefit for Rising Prices of Goods (Additional Child Benefit). See the procedure for @ above. Note that
applications must be submitted by May 31, 2024, or the benefit will be forfeited.
